Each of you will be required to concentrate on 5 (five) areas of grammar, punctuation, and/or usage with which you struggle. You will turn in a “Grammar Portfolio” at the end of the semester. 

4. Blog

Each of you will be required to write at least fifteen entries on your blog over the course of the semester. They can be poems, journal-like entries about your day, commentary on something happening in the world, etc…the topics are open-ended.
5. Participation

I expect each of you to participate fully in all aspects of the class, whether it is in discussions, editing sessions or in any in-class activities.
